Governing rules of successful human behavior regardless whether you are talking about an individual, a corporation, a nation, or any other body consisting of humans:

1) Airline Safety Advisory:

Put your own oxygen mask on first, before you attempt to assist the child or elderly next to you.  You cannot take care of anyone else until you first take care of yourself.

2) Welfare isn’t:

You can’t do anything for a capable person that he or she is not willing to do for himself or herself.  Doing so breeds laziness, self contempt, dependency and perpetual poverty.

3) The Prime Directive = The Monroe Doctrine:

If someone isn’t helping himself or herself and asking for assistance or knowledge about how to do so (more) effectively, then mind your own business.  Your meddling will not only be unwelcome, but also harmful to them and possibly to yourself.

4) We have nothing to fear but Fear its self:

Every decision and action based on fear will have harmful and self-destructive consequences.

5) Robots make bad human beings:  

Think for yourself.  Get the facts and think accurately.  Believe what you will believe, but believe it thoughtfully, not blindly.  Don’t try to turn anyone into what you believe they should be, and don’t tolerate anyone trying to do it to you.  If you can be talked into something, you can be talked out of it.  Whatever you believe, know why you believe it and then stand behind it and stand up for it.  He who stands for nothing will fall for anything.

6) The D&D rule of life, that which doesn’t kill us makes us stronger:

Act now, with whatever you have, to achieve your Definite Chief Aim and along the way you will find better tools, better information, better weapons, better armor and better spells, so to speak.  Unexpected companions will step up to join your team, adding their strengths (and weaknesses) and unexpected adversaries will step up to hinder your progress.  Every obstacle that you imagined could prevent you from achieving your goal will fall away, be destroyed or simply be overcome.  Fight on and never give up.  You can’t help but win. 

7) I can’t get no Satisfaction:

You are where you want to be, doing what you want to be doing at all times.  If you were not you would be somewhere else doing something else.  The only exception is that you might be working towards being elsewhere doing something else.  If you say this isn’t true, then ask yourself what you are unwilling to give up that prevents you from getting what you say that you want but don’t have.

8) HAL:

No one can protect you from what you desire, or from what you fear.  What you allow your mind to dwell on will become your reality.  That is how the subconscious mind works.  It is the most effective computer ever designed and it is attached to the most effective creating machine every designed.
